Safeguarding Statement 2025 
At Madginford Primary School, we are committed to safeguarding and promoting the welfare of all children. Safeguarding is everyone’s responsibility, and the welfare of the child is paramount in all aspects of our work and decision-making.

We ensure that all children feel safe, are protected from harm, and are able to learn and thrive. We take a proactive and vigilant approach to safeguarding, recognising the importance of early help and timely intervention.

All children, regardless of age, disability, gender reassignment, race, religion or belief, sex, or sexual orientation, have an equal right to protection from all forms of abuse, neglect, and exploitation. We expect all staff, governors, and volunteers to share this commitment.

We maintain a strong safeguarding culture across the school. This includes:
- Clear safeguarding policies and procedures, including Child Protection and Online Safety
- Safer recruitment practices
- Ongoing staff training and regular safeguarding updates
- A robust system for reporting and recording concerns
- Listening to and acting upon the views of children

Mrs Judith Hodges is the Designated Safeguarding Lead (DSL) and has overall responsibility for safeguarding and child protection.

All safeguarding records are maintained securely and confidentially in line with data protection legislation. We work effectively with external agencies and partners to safeguard children and promote their welfare. Where appropriate, we ensure that children and families are involved in decisions that affect them.

We are committed to promoting a culture of vigilance, where concerns are identified early and acted upon swiftly. We also actively support the Government’s Prevent duty to safeguard children from radicalisation and extremism.

Safeguarding is regularly reviewed by leaders and governors to ensure that our practice remains effective and in line with current statutory guidance, including Keeping Children Safe in Education.
