
How you can help at home:

· Read to your child 
· Read their weekly reading book with them. Encourage your child to sound out any unfamiliar words and blend the sounds together. Once your child has read an unfamiliar word you can talk about what it means and follow the story
· Ask lots of questions and share opinions about stories
· Spot letters when you are out and focus on the sounds
· Play games such as I-spy focusing on initial sounds
· Have a treasure hunt around the house for sounds
· Practise using the Little Wandle letter formation with your child
